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HISTORY OF L AKE OF THE OZARKS AND BAGNELL DAM

THE OSAGE INDIANS & RIVER -

The Osage River is the main river furnishing water for Lake of the Ozarks. This great river owes
its name to the Osage Indian nation that resided on its banks. The Osage Indians in this area numbered
about 5,000 with about 1,500 warriors at the time of the Lewis and Clark Expedition in 1805. In 1825, the
Osage Indians ceded their land to the government and moved out of Missouri. When Lake of the Ozarks
filled, many of the old Indian campgrounds were covered with water, along with many, many relics of
these by-gone days.

HILL FOLK - NOT HILLBILLIES

In the 1950's and 1960's visitors to the Lake region used the term "hillbilly" to refer to the Ozark
natives. This beautiful mountainous region of the United States is rich in history and possesses a distinct
culture. The Ozarks is bordered on the north by the Missouri River, on the south by the Arkansas River,
on the east by the Mississippi River, and on the west by plains. The early settlers came from the
Appalachian Mountains of Kentucky and Tennessee, bringing their mountain culture with them..
Tradition and beliefs were handed down from generation to generation along with remedies, folk songs,
recipes, and some superstitions. Visitors will find that most Ozark natives are warm and friendly., proud
of their heritage and the beauty of the land. Because of their love of the hills, the beauty of the Ozarks has
been preserved for future generations to enjoy.

BAGNELL DAM

The Great Osage River Project is now called the Bagnell Dam. Construction began by Unio
Electric Company on August 6, 1929. Four months after construction began, the stock market crashed
While the rest of the nation was caught in the Great Depression, the mammoth Bagnell project
undertaking brought about a growth and expansion to central Missouri which continues today.

Thousands came seeking employment, and over 20,500 total individuals were employed during
the 18 months it took to complete the dam. Bagnell Dam is 2,543 feet long and consists of a 511 foot lonf
power station, 520 foot long spillway section and two non -overflow retaining sections. Rising 148 feet
high from bedrock and impounding 650 billion gallons of water, the Bagnell Dam formed one the largest
man-made lakes in the world.

LAKE OF THE OZARKS

On February 2, 1931, the Osage River was impounded and the lake began to fill. The lake wa$
opened to travel May 30, 1931. The Lake of the Ozarks covers 54,000 acres, impounds 650 billion gallorgs
of water and has 1,150 miles of cove indented shoreline. Thousands of visitors travel to the Lake of the
Ozarks every year to enjoy the beauty and recreation that was brought about by the Great Osage Rive
Project.

TRANSPORTATION
HIGHWAYS (PRESENT/FUTURE)

The Missouri Department of Transportation (MoDot) has the responsibility for five major transportation
alternatives available to Missourians, & highways, aviation, waterways, transit and railroads. These responsibilities
include the total operation of 32,000 mile highway system, including highway location , design, construction and
maintenance.

In November of 2004, Missouri voters approved Amendment 3, providing additional revenue for Missouri
roads and bridges. In December 2004, the Highways and Transportation Commission, approved 57 projects totaling
$160 million for the Smooth Roads Initiative. The Smooth Roads Initiative will provide 2,200 miles of smoother
pavement, brighter road markings and other safet

The second element of the Smoother, Safer, Sooner program will speed up many construction projects
currently planned for the next five years. The accelerated projects were announced in January 2005.

TRI COUNTY ROAD PROJECTS PLANNED /COMPLETED

CAMDEN /MILLER /M ORGAN COUNTIES
Route 242/Horseshoe Bend Parkway Extension

The Missouri Department of Transportation has stared construction on a new four-lane highway connecting
Route 54 in Miller County to Lake of the Ozarks Community Bridge on Route MM in Camden County. The
new roadway will connect to the existing Horseshoe Bend Parkway. The roadway project is approximately
two miles long and will include a raised center median and curb and gutter drainage. An 8ft sidewalk will
be constructed on the north side of the roadway. The highway will be know as Route 242. Groundbreaking
was on January 18, 2011. Completion date is projected for 2012.

Highway 54-Osage Beach Expressway(Portion)/Osage Beach Parkway

In 2011, the first portion of the Osage Bach Expressway project was completed. This is a 8.5 mile-long
expressway that is a four-lane divided highway connecting Highway 54 to the Grand Glaize Bridge (first
portion). Three new interchanges join the Expressway to Lake Ozark and Osage Beach businesses. The old
Hwy 54 has been renamed Osage Beach Parkway. The cost of this Expressway is $150 million dollars of
Federal and State transportation funding. The final portion of the Expressway is under construction and
scheduled for completion in 2012.

Route 5 Realignment with Shared 4.ane Roadway Miller/Laclede Counties

This entire project, from north of Route 7 near Camdenton to Greenfield Road in Lebanon is 18 miles long.
This innovative highway design is a shared 4-lane that allows motorist to pass other vehicles without
driving in opposing traffic lanes. The cost of realignment was $53 million in Federal and State
transportation funding. The project was completed in the fall of 2010

Route 5 Widening through Sunrise Beach

The Sunrise Beach Route 5 Widening was a cost sharing agreement with MO DOT and the Village of
Sunrise Beach. The project will widen approximately one-mile of Rout 5 within the city limits with center
turn lane and widened roadway shoulders. The project was completed in 2010.

Route 7 Resurfacing

Route 7 in Camden County from Route T to Route A was resurfaced. Completed in 2010.

Route 5Hurricane Deck Bridge Replacement

The Highway commission a approved change in the 2011-2015 Statewide Transportation Program the

includes the replacement of the Hurricane Deck Bridge to accommodate two driving lanes with shoulders.
The project is scheduled to start in early 2012 at an estimated cost of $30 million

completed and construction of new shops and stores at Eagles Landing will proceed. The first retail

properties are expected to open in the Fall of 2011 with others to follow in the Spring of 1012.

Bagnell Dam Revitalization Plan

The Bagnell Dam Strip Association is leading the effort to develop a solid comprehensive long-range plan
for the revitalization of the historic Lake Ozark downtown. The Plan will embrace the unique location of
downtown Lake Ozark and its significance of being adjacent to the dam, the lake it created and the under-
developed Osage River frontage below the dam. Current resident and visitor to the lake do not have
general access to the water except for land within the control of the State Parks. A key characteristic of the
Plan will be to create free enhanced access to both the Lake and the River experiences together with the
necessary parking spaces for the visitors. The Revitalization Plan includes Hotel facilities, water park
amenities, lakeside and riverside restaurants and retail facilities, indoor/outdoor theaters an outdoor resort,
increased recreational amenities on the Osage River (rafting, canoeing, and kayaking) as will as public
docks and boardwalks at the Lake. Look for new developments in 2011 on the Bagnell Dam Strip

Hi-Point Center

Plans for the re-development of the Hi i Point Center have been on the agenda for Osage Beach for
several years. After a long process, the city is ready to proceed with the re-development with the addition
of a major grocery store with additional retail space.

CITY CLASSIFICATION AND GOVERNMENT

The following is from the Missouri Bl ue Book:
and limit the form of government options of each classification. The statutes provide that a community may incorporate as a
city of the third class, fourth class or village on the basis of the population a the time of incorporation. Once a community
is incorporated under a given classification, the municipality does not automatically change classification with a gain or loss
of population. A municipality may change classification only when the change is approved by a majority vote of the people.

There are certain forms of government permitted for each classification of municipality. Villages are permitted
only one form of government-and elected board of trustees, five in number if the village has population of less than 2,500
and nine if it has a population of more than 2,500. Fourth class cities are permitted to have either the mayor/board of
aldermen form, or the mayor/city administrator/aldermen form of government. The board of alderman may adopt the city
administrator form of government by ordinance, without a vote of the people.
